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Updates on Transit!

Here are some updates on what is going on in the word of transit:

We have our work cut out getting the City County Council to pass "Prop 3." Prop 3 is the resolution to raise local taxes in or-
der to create a dedicated funding stream for public transit.

As you'll recall, last November Marion County voters passed a referendum to increase local taxes by 0.25% (avg. $100 per
household making $40K/year; $130 for $50K/year) in order to create a dedicated transit funding stream. The measure
passed by a 59% margin in Marion County.

But that doesn’t mean that there is overwhelming support on the city county council. Councilor is Joe Simpson is not in favor
of expanding transit. At the January 30t Council meeting, he spoke about how he does not believe an expanded service will
really help low income residents. In his estimation, people just getting by can't afford the tax and, if they have cars, won't use
transit anyway. He did not speak at all about the thousands of residents who already rely on transit exclusively.

He also either doesn't seem to believe IndyGo when they say 15% of their total current users travel the north-south corridor
(the n/s route is the densest corridor outside downtown based on current ridership.) College Ave. was chosen over Key-
stone for the Red Line because it is more walkable and provides safer walking routes for people to catch a bus. Councilor
Simpson still thinks Keystone would be best and he also thinks the Red Line will destroy the character of College Ave.

*Side notes: (1)As Councilor Colleen Fanning, Broad Ripple area, pointed out -- College Ave. was originally designed as a trol-
ley/bus transit corridor and that's why we have business nodes like 49th & College and 52nd & College peppered along the
street. (2) Itis not looking good for us to get the federal money to support the Red Line since Congress is fairly non-
functional right now. Originally, the Red Line was to be paid for with federal funds and the tax increase would support the
rest of the citywide build out. Without federal funds, the tax increase would fund the entire build out, including the Red Line.
This means the entire scope of the project will take longer to implement since we'll have to wait for the tax dollars to accu-
mulate.

LWV Indy strongly backs a robust public transportation system in Indianapolis. We see access to transportation as a
quality of life issue. Improved transit helps us all -- low-income & middle class; white & black.

Why does transit matter?

-There are studies which correlate lack of transit to the ability to climb out of poverty. (On average, it costs $8,000 a year to
own a car & lack of public transit obviously makes it harder for low income folks to get and keep a job.)

-We have an aging Boomer population who will continue to lose their independence if transit options are not in place.
-We have disabled individuals who are homebound for no other reason than they can't drive.

-We have jobs being created on the fringes of the county (think: airport area & Hamilton County) that are going unfilled be-
cause people cannot get to them. (IndyGo studies show massive percentage gains in the number of people living in low in-
come areas who could reach business hubs within an hour if transit is expanded.)

-And, yes, the Millennials ... the workers and homebuyers of the future don't want to live in communities without transit.

Many of you live in Councilor Simpson's area and need to contact him expressing why you support transit. We also need to
show up to hearings and other meetings where he will be in attendance. He flat out said last night that he does not believe
his constituents really want this. If you're a constituent and think differently, he needs to see you are invested enough to
turn out for a meeting/hearing.

All of us need to be talking to friends and neighbors about this issue and asking them to contact their Councilors. Evidence
matters; use it.

There will be more hearings and the final Council vote will happen, on February 21 or 27. As soon as the date is finalized,
we will let you know.

News from LWV US
Letter from the LWVUS to the
United States Senate

The Supreme Court nominee
President Trump announced this
week will play a major role in
setting the course for American
democracy over the coming dec-
ades. That may seem like an ex-
aggeration, but the Supreme
Court is currently divided four to
four on most major issues. The
incoming justice will ultimately
be the deciding vote on crucial
issues that shape the direction of
our system of government and
our country. The League of Wom-
en Voters believes that any Su-
preme Court nominee should
share his or her views on funda-
mental issues. We have three
questions for a nominee:

1. Must the Executive Branch
obey court orders from the
federal judicial system? Our
system of checks and balanc-
es is the basic tenet of a free
democracy. To prevent au-
thoritarianism, the Founders
made sure that that no one
branch of the government
could dominate the others.
But in recent days, it appears
that the Executive Branch is
challenging that system by
refusing to obey federal court
orders limiting President
Trump’s antiimmigration pol-
icies. The Supreme Court

one way or the other, on the
role of federal courts in our
system of government.

What is the appropriate role
for voting rights in our de-
mocracy? Our nation was
founded on a belief that vot-
ers should be in charge of our
government rather than gov-
ernment being in charge of
the voters. However imper-
fect at the beginning, citizen
voting rights have grown
through constitutional
amendments to include wom-
en, racial and ethnic minori-
ties and young people. But we
are seeing efforts to roll back
voting rights, with laws de-
signed to make it more diffi-
cult for people to exercise
their right to vote. The Su-
preme Court nominee should
let the American people know
his or position, whether vot-
ing rights enforcement is a
vital component of our repre-
sentative democracy or if the
nominee thinks limitations
can be justified under our
Constitution.

Is big money in politics a fun-
damental part of our electoral
system, or can limits some-
times be justified? Some be-
lieve that corporations, un-
ions, organizations and indi-
viduals should be able to

spend unlimited amounts of
money to influence elections,
and to do so secretly. Others
see this as an existential
threat to our democracy. The
Supreme Court nominee
should state his beliefs relat-
ed to the influence of money
in our elections.

Judicial nominees should not be
required to tell us how they will
decide future cases, but they
should share with the public the
basic principles they support or
oppose. For the Senate to carry
out its constitutional duty to ad-
vise and consent on judicial nom-
inees, truthful answers about
basic principles are required. A
presidential nomination is not a
blank check. The Constitution
requires the Senate to do its du-
ty. The League of Women Voters
urges the Senate to explore these
three fundamental questions
with any nominee before voting
to confirm or reject the next Su-
preme Court justice.
